GETTING STARTED

1.  REMOVE ALL CONTENTS FROM THE SHIPPING BOX.

2.  CHECK CONTENTS AGAINST THE CHECK LIST.

3.  GATHER ALL NEEDED TOOLS, THEN, PREPARE A FLAT STURDY
WORK AREA. COVER THE SURFACE WITH A DROP CLOTH, PLACE
CANVAS ON SURFACE. ASSURE THERE IS ROOM TO REACH EACH
SIDE OF THE CANVAS.

PREPARING TEXTURE

4.  MEASURE 4 3/4 CUPS OF COOL WATER INTO A 1 TO 2 GALLON
MIXING BUCKET.

5.  POUR 1/3 CONTENTS OF TEXTURE PACKET (S1) INTO THE MIX-
ING BUCKET.

6.  STIR TEXTURE MIXTURE UNTIL CONSISTENT AND SMOOTH.

7.  POUR AN ADDITIONAL 1/3 CONTENTS OF TEXTURE PACKET INTO
MIXING BUCKET AND STIR UNTIL SMOOTH.

8.  POUR REMAINING CONTENTS OF TEXTURE PACKET INTO MIX-
ING BUCKET AND STIR UNTIL CONSISTANT AND SMOOTH.

9.  APPLY MIXED TEXTURE FROM THE MIXING BUCKET ONTO THE
CANVAS.

CAUTION:  YOU HAVE 30 MINUTES TO WORK IN YOUR TEXTURE
PATTERN BEFORE THE TEXTURE STARTS TO HARDEN.

10.  USE PROVIDED TROWEL (T1) TO EVENLY SPREAD ENTIRE CON-
TENTS OF THE TEXTURE ONTO THE CANVAS. FIGURE 1

IMPORTANT TIP:  TEXTURE WILL BUILD UP IN THE CENTER WHERE
THE CANVAS WILL SAG.  WORK TO GET AN EVEN THICKNESS COAT-
ING OVER THE WHOLE CANVAS ESPECIALLY AT THE EDGES.

STOP

ALLOW  TEXTURE TO SET UP FOR 10 MINUTES BEFORE
CONTINUING.

12.  NEXT, DRAG THE TROWEL (T1) LIGHTLY ACROSS THE PEAKS
IN RANDOM DIRECTIONS. THE PRESSURE SHOULD BE SUCH
THAT JUST THE TOPS OF THE PEAKS ARE FLATTENED.  REPEAT
STROKES ACROSS THE ENTIRE SURFACE LEAVING PITS AND
HOLES TO THE DESIRED EFFECT.  FIGURE 3.

IMPORTANT TIP:  STEP BACK OCCASIONALLY TO OBSERVE THE
PATTERNS MADE TO DECIDE IF YOU ARE FINISHED AND
SATISFIED WITH YOUR DESIGN.   IF THE TEXTURE IS TOO FLAT
AND SMOOTH YOU CAN GO BACK TO STEP 10, RAISE MORE
PEAKS THEN FLATTEN THEN AGAIN.

11.  AFTER EVEN COATING OVER ENTIRE CANVAS IS ACHIEVED
USE THE TROWEL, YOUR HAND IN A PLASTIC PRODUCE BAG OR
A DAMP SPONGE TO PRESS DOWN INTO THE TEXTURE AND LIFT
STRAIGHT UP REPEATEDLY LEAVING THE ENTIRE SURFACE OF
THE TEXTURE IN RAISED PEAKS OR SPIKES AS SHOWN BELOW.

13.  RUN THE TROWEL (T1) VERTICALLY ALONG EACH EDGE OF
THE CANVAS TO REMOVE EXCESS TEXTURE HANGING OVER
THE EDGES.

STOP
14. CLEAN ALL TOOLS WITH WATER  - ALLOW  TEXTURE TO DRY A
MINIMUM 6 HRS AT 70 DEGREES (F) BEFORE PAINT IS APPLIED.
ALLOW MORE DRYING TIME IF TEMPERATURE IS COLDER OR
THERE IS HIGH HUMIDITY.

BACKGROUND PAINTING

IMPORTANT TIP:  PRESS GENTLY ON THE TEXTURE, IF IT IS NOT
SOLID, ROOM TEMPERATURE, AND PURE WHITE, ALLOW MORE
DRYING TIME AS THE PAINTING PROCESS COULD CAUSE THE
PAINT TO CRACK.

CAUTION: WHEN HANDLING THE CANVAS AFTER TEXTURE IS
APPLIED HANDLE ONLY THE WOOD FRAME.  BE CAREFUL NOT
TO PUSH ON THE CANVAS FROM THE FRONT OR BACK
BECAUSE THE TEXTURE COULD CRACK.

IMPORTANT TIP:  USE DRY PAINT BRUSH OR TOWEL TO BRUSH
AROUND THE EDGES OF THE CANVAS TO REMOVE ANY THIN
LOOSE TEXTURE BEFORE PAINTING.

15.  SQUEEZE 1 OF THE BLACK PAINT (P12 - KIT A101 ONLY) OR
BROWN (P3 - KIT A100 ONLY) OUT OF SHIPPING TUBE INTO A
CUP, CAN, OR BOWL WITH LARGE ENOUGH OPENING TO FIT THE
PAINT BRUSH.

16.  ADD 2 TABLESPOONS OF WATER THEN STIR THE PAINT UNTIL
FULLY MIXED AND CONSISTANT.

17.  USE THE PAINT BRUSH TO APPLY A THIN COAT ON ENTIRE
SURFACE INCLUDING EDGES AND AROUND THE BACK.

IMPORTANT TIP:  DO NOT OVERPAINT.  SPREAD PAINT THIN SO IT
BARELY COVERS THE TEXTURE COMPLETELY. YOU DO NOT
WANT TO FILL IN THE PATTERN YOU HAVE JUST CREATED WITH
TOO MUCH PAINT.

IMPORTANT TIP:  YOU CAN RAISE THE CANVAS ON A WIDE
BUCKET OR BOX TO KEEP IT OFF THE DROP CLOTH SO YOU
CAN PAINT THE EDGES AND AROUND THE BACK.

STOP

18. CLEAN ALL TOOLS  WITH WATER  - ALLOW  BACKGROUND
PAINT TO DRY A MINIMUM 1 HR AT 70 DEGREES (F) BEFORE NEXT
PAINT IS APPLIED.  ALLOW MORE DRYING TIME FOR COLDER
TEMPERATURE OR HIGH HUMIDITY.

FINAL PAINTING

19.  SQUEEZE APPROX. 1/2 OF THE COPPER (P1) (KIT A100 ONLY)
OR   PLATINUM  (P2) (KIT A101 ONLY) OUT OF SHIPPING TUBE
INTO A CUP, CAN, OR BOWL WITH LARGE ENOUGH OPENING TO
FIT THE WIDTH PAINT BRUSH.

20. STIR THE PAINT UNTIL FULLY MIXED AND CONSISTENT.

21.  USE THE PAINT BRUSH TO “DRY BRUSH”  ENTIRE CANVAS
INCLUDING EDGES WITH A VERY LIGHT, UNEVEN, COAT OF FINAL
PAINT COLOR.  MAKE SOME AREAS DARKER AND SOME LIGHTER
BY VARYING NUMBER OF BRUSH STROKES OVER THE SAME
SPOT, MISSING SOME AREAS COMPLETELY, OR APPLYING
VARYING PRESSURE ON THE BRUSH.

“DRY BRUSH” - MEANS VIRTUALLY ALL PAINT IS WIPED OFF THE
BRUSH AFTER DIPPING. INTO THE PAINT CAN THEN WIPING THE
BRUSH ON A PAPER TOWEL OR RAG.  PAINTING  REQUIRES NO
PRESSURE BETWEEN THE BRUSH AND THE CANVAS.  SIMPLY
DRAG THE BRUSH, DON’T PRESS DOWN, THE WEIGHT OF THE
BRUSH IS ENOUGH TO TRANSFER THE PAINT.

IMPORTANT TIP:  WIPING THE PAINTED SURFACE LIGHTLY WITH
A DAMP RAG WILL LIGHTEN THE TOP COAT IF MORE
BACKGROUND COLOR IS DESIRED OR TOO HEAVY A FINAL
COAT IS APPLIED.

STOP

22. TIME TO CLEAN ALL TOOLS WITH WATER AND ALLOW THE
CANVAS TO DRY OVER NIGHT BEFORE HANGING.
